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�  Our Lord Jesus Christ, who arose with power, and ascended with 

power, also grants us power.  The Church started its history with 

power, when the Holy Spirit descended upon the pure disciples.  The 

Bible says: “And with great power the apostles gave witness to 

the resurrection of the Lord Jesus.  And great grace was upon 

them all.” 

 

�  This power remained in the life of the Church.  With great power, St. 

George was able to tear the decree of the emperor.  Even all the 

martyrs received death with power, and they did not fear it.  Instead, 

they reiterated the expression “...having a desire to depart and be 

with Christ, which is far better .” (Philippians 1:23) 

 

�  Therefore, my beloved children and brethren, always be powerful.  I 

mean, that you have spiritual power by which you defeat Satan, all 

the power of the enemy, all the wars of the ego, and all evil desires. 

 

�  And in your victory, do not attribute this to your own personal 

power, but to the power of God which works in you, now and 

always. 

Lastly, be well and absolved from the Holy Spirit; and pray for me.�
