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And I know that His command is everlasting life.

�  God gives us commandments as an act of love. God's commandments are designed to 
help us to become like Him in righteousness and experience the true joy.  Living the 
commandments of God always leads to happiness, progression and liberty.  This is His 
one commandment which summarizes all the others... "This is My commandment, that 
you love one another as I have loved you." (John 15:12).. 
 

�  God never pushes what He says. We are always free to do anything we want with every 
word that He speaks.  There is an idea that we hear what God says.  We should wait until 
we know what His will is before we do anything as believers.  God gives us the Way, the 
Truth and Life... "The sheep follow him, for they know his voice.  Yet they will by no 
means follow a stranger, but will flee from him, for they do not know the voice of 
strangers.” (John 10:4-5). 

 
�  The Lord's sayings about His law are important for us to thoroughly understand.   We 

find no scriptures that say the New Covenant is based on new idea. Rather, the New 
Covenant is based on the same laws that were given in the Old Testament. The greatest 
commandment is...  “You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all 
your soul, and with all your mind. This is the first and great commandment. And 
the second is like it: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” (Matthew 22:37–39). 

 
�  Do we make a show of being pious, righteous people when our actions circumvent God's 

laws? Do we give only the appearance of being lawful?  Do we give the appearance of 
obeying the law while making it of none effect? Are we misinterpreting the law? The 
Lord will condemn this hypocrisy as He closes His Sermon on the Mount saying: "Not 
everyone who says to Me, ‘Lord, Lord,’ shall enter the kingdom of heaven, but he 
who does the will of My Father in heaven." (Matthew 7:21). 

 
�  We have to be obedient to God and begin to move out of our comfort zone, beyond our 

desk at work, and outside of the four walls of the house.  Once we listen to what God 
commands, we will be His true servants and consequently we will teach all nations.  It is 
because of the Lord Jesus Christ that we are able to obtain eternal life.  As we look 
throughout the Bible we see the rules given for forgiveness, hope, love, grace and 
mercy... “If you love Me, keep My commandments. (John 14:15).
