< Angels are illuminated creatures, they were created in the first day when God created
light “Then God said, "'Let there be light"
Because angels have illuminated nature, they have bright bodies and they are spirits
“Who makes His angels spirits And His ministers a flame of fire” (Psalm 104: 4).
The church’s opinion is that the angels are creatures who have spiritual illuminated
bodies. They have a limited understanding but it exceeds very much the human
understanding, there limits are related to their jobs and works in heaven. The Lord Jesus
Christ proved that when He spoke about the end of the world “But of that day and hour
no one knows, not even the angels of heaven, but My Father only” (Matthew 24 : 36).
Angels have an eternal nature, they do not die; the Lord Jesus Christ says “But they
which shall be accounted worthy to obtain that world, and the resurrection from
the dead, neither marry, nor are given in marriage: Neither can they die any more:
for they are equal unto the angels; and are the children of God, being the children
of the resurrection” (Luke 20 : 35, 36)...

Angels have the privilege of being holy because of their permanent presence with the
Lord, that is why we call them the holy angels. They also have wisdom and capability to
move fast for they do not have material bodies. They also have beautiful voices by which
they sing and praise God. Angels do have many kinds of work according to what is
required from them. There are the angels who stand before the Lord’s throne; their work
is to bow down, worship and praise. Also there are other angels who are considered as
links between heaven and earth. Angels’ works which are related to God only are
praising, worshiping, executing the orders and judgments of God and announcing
messages from God to people.

Angels do also encourage faithful people during their tribulations as it happened with
Saint Paul the apostle “For there stood by me this night an angel of the God to whom
I belong and whom I serve,"saying, ‘Do not be afraid, Paul; you must be brought
before Caesar; and indeed God has granted you all those who sail with you.” (Acts
27 : 23). Angels are around us, they raise our prayers to God.

When the priest allows the angel of the oblation to go he says “O angel of this holy
oblation flying high with this praise remember us in front of the Lord” And at the end
they carry our souls to heaven as the Lord Jesus said in the story of Lazarus “So it was
that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels to Abraham’s bosom. The rich
man also died and was buried.” (Luke 16 : 22).

There are grades for angels: 7 archangels followed by the angels, the cherubim and the
seraphim then the thrones the dominions and the powers.
