The words reveals anyone’s 
personality. 

�  The seriousness of the tongue is that it expresses what is inside the 
heart of ideas and feelings. The good man speaks about good things and 
the evil man speaks evil. The talking of a man reveals his inside. 

�  The tongue is a double edged arm as Saint James says: But no man 
can tame the tongue. It is an unruly evil, full of deadly poison. 9 

With it we bless our God and Father, and with it we curse men, 
who have been made in the similitude of God. 10 Out of the same 
mouth proceed blessing and cursing. My brethren, these things 
ought not to be so. 11 Does a spring send forth fresh water and bitter 
from the same opening? 12 Can a fig tree, my brethren, bear olives, 
or a grapevine bear figs? Thus no spring yields both salt water and 
fresh” (James 3: 8, 12). 

�  Remember the words of our Lord Jesus Christ in today’s Gospel: “But 
I say to you that for every idle word men may speak, they will give 
account of it in the day of judgment. 37 For by your words you will 
be justified, and by your words you will be condemned” (Matthew 
12: 36) 

�  These words are very serious, my beloved, the Lord Jesus Christ is 
warning us about every bad word. Doesn’t this invite us to pay great 
attention to every word of our mouth? Let us not underestimate every 
word we speak and also give great importance to the words of the Lord 
Jesus Christ “Heaven and earth will pass away, but My words will 
by no means pass away” (Matthew 24: 35)
